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Editorial » 2012 - Year of the Family

Dear Faithful,

Back in September 1979, on the occa-
sion of his priestly golden Jubilee-50
years of priesthood in the most varied and
rich conditions: in Europe and Africa, in
the parish life, as seminary professor and
rector, and missionary in the bush,
Archbishop and Apostolic Delegate, Supe-
rior General of a Congregation of 5000+
priests—Archbishop Lefebvre, summariz-
ing all these years of experience, launched
a Crusade in order to “re-gstablish a Chris-
tendom such as the Church desires, such as She
has always done, with the same principles, the
same Sacrifice of the Mass, the same sacra-
ments, the same catechism, the same Holy

Scripture.”

The Society of St Pius X was not raised
by Divine Providence just to preserve the
Catholic Priesthood and the Holy Sacrifice
of the Mass, as a museum would do. No,
it was to save the priesthood and the Holy
Mass in order to save the whole of the
Catholic doctrine, life and spirituality, the
whole of Christendom precisely, “to restore
all things in Christ”. | would like to draw
your attention in particular to what he
said on this occasion about families as he
appealed especially to the youth, to fami-
lies and heads of families.

The Archbishop continued in this his-
torical sermon:

“Let us not be borne away by all these
worldly ideas, by all these currents of thought
which are in the world, and which draw us to
sin and to hell. 1f we want to go to heaven we
must follow Our Lord Jesus Christ. We must
carry our cross and follow Our Lord Jesus
Christ, imitating Him in His Cross, in His
suffering, in His Sacrifice.

“Thus | ask the youth, the young
people who are here in this hall, to ask us to
explain to them these things that are so beauti-
ful and so great, so as to choose their vocations,

whatever be the calling that they may elect—
be they priests or religious men and women, or
married by the Sacrament of Matrimony, and,
therefore, in the Cross of Jesus Christ, and in
the Blood of Jesus Christ, married in the grace
of Our Lord Jesus Christ. Let them comprehend
the greatness of matrimony, and let them pre-
pare themselves worthily for it—by purity and
chastity, by prayer and reflection. Let them

not be carried away by all the passions which
engulf the world. Thus let this be the crusade
of the young who must aspire to the true ideal.

“Let it be as well a crusade for
Christian families. You, Christian fami-
lies, who are here, consecrate yourselves to the
Heart of Jesus, to the Eucharistic Heart of Jesus
and to the Immaculate Heart of Mary! Oh,
pray together in the family! | know that many
of those among you already do so, but may
there always be more and more of you who do
so with fervor. Let Our Lord truly reign in
your homes!

“Cast away, I beg of you, anything which
impedes children from entering your family.
There is no greater gift that the Good God can
bestow upon your hearths than to have many

children. Have big families! It is the glory of
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the Catholic Church—the large family! It has
been so in Canada, it has been so in Holland,
it has been so in Switzerland and it has been so
in France—every-where the large family was
the joy and prosperity of the Church. There are
that many more chosen souls for heaven!
Therefore do not limit, | beg you, the gifts of
God; do not listen to these abominable slogans
which destroy the family, which ruin health,
which ruin the household, and provoke di-

»
vorce.

In our Asian District, we would
therefore like to dedicate this year
of the Lord 2012 to the Family. In
our various apostolic activities, pilgrim-
ages, retreats, camps, sermons, publica-
tions, movements, there will be a cam-
paign of education on the various aspects
of family life, its end, its qualities, its diffi-
culties and threats and their solutions.

One aspect of this will consequently
be a particular awareness of the need to
give proper education to our children,
and thus, to support our schools in India
and in the Philippines. St. Pius X said that
children’s souls are worth heroic sacri-
fices. How true! Let us not just say it, let
us prove it.

In 1982, in a Letter to Friends and
Benefactors, Archbishop Lefebvre wrote:

“We need Catholic schools where young
people will learn to love the Liturgy, Latin and
chant, and where they will be formed in a
manly and Christian fashion by sacrificing
themselves for the love of Jesus Christ under the
care and guidance of their heavenly Mother.”

And he added at a principals’ school
meeting that same year:

“This apostolate, foreseen in our (SSPX)
Statutes has taken off more rapidly than antici-
pated. This effort must be sustained. It will
save the Church.”

this truth, which is so to speak at the heart
of the crisis that is shaking the Church and
affects the relations of the Society of Saint
Pius X with the Holy See.

Christ is God...Christ Is King

Indeed, it seems to us that the basis for
the current problem can be summed up as
a loss of faith in the divinity of Our Lord
Jesus Christ. Oh! Of course many peo-
ple protest that they believe that Jesus is
God, but very few are ready to draw the
practical consequences of that truth which
will manifest itself in the sight of the
whole world at the end of time. At that
moment, He will finally allow his glory to
shine forth in all its perfection. The ex-
tent of His powers over every creature
will be such that all human beings—
pagans, Christians, atheists, infidels, ban-
dits and believers—all will be prostrate
before Him, for at the mention of His
Name every knee shall bend on earth as in
heaven (cf. Phil 2:10).

For the short space of His earthly life,
during which He was pleased to be among
us, He partially hid His sovereignty. But
that was only the time of testing, the time
to accomplish His redemptive mission:

“He died for our sins” (1 Cor 15:3).

But during that time when He hid His
omnipotence from our eyes, He lost none
of it. “All power is given to me in heaven
and on carth” (Mt 28:18) is a statement to
be taken literally; He is the one who cre-
ated all things, for whom all was created,
without whom was created nothing that
was made (cf. Jn 1:3).

The practical rejection of the divinity
of Our Lord is often manifested in human
history by the rejection of His Kingship;
this was already the title and reason for
His death sentence: “Jesus of Nazareth,

the King of the Jews” (Jn 19:19).

And very often in history the rejection
of God is manifested in the refusal to sub-
mit to Our Lord Jesus Christ.

It was not until the mid-twentieth
century that mankind witnessed that un-
believable event that let us see a Council
which, supposedly in the name of adapt-
ing to the concrete situation of human
society, which was thoroughly decadent,
changed the perennial proclamation: “For
He must reign” (1 Cor 15:25).
claim that this way of acting would be in

harmony with the Gospels, whereas it is
quite the contrary.

Only One Religion Must Be Free

The sophists of liberalism have sent
out the word that the State, human soci-
ety, which is also a creature of God,
ought to treat the one true religion on a
par with all the false religions, granting
equally to each the right to exist, to de-
velop without restrictions and to conduct
its worship.

It was claimed that this was in opposi-
tion to the abuses of the totalitarian State
which unjustly crushes human beings and
oppresses the conscience of each individ-
ual.  The Freemasons themselves ex-
pressed their joy upon hearing these the-
ses, which are their own, resound beneath
the cupola of St. Peter’s Basilica (cf. Yves
Marsaudon, L’oecuménisme vu par un

franc-macon de tradition, 1964).

Quite obviously, there is an element
of truth in the evil that is denounced. But
the remedy is the one that the Church has
always pointed out: tolerance. The right
to religious liberty, as proclaimed at Vati-
can Il, is something else. That is one of
the points over which we come to grief
with the Holy See.

This religious liberty, in placing what
is true and what is false on equal footing,
deliberately dispenses the State and hu-
man society from their duties to honour
and to serve God, their Creator. It opens
the door to all sorts of license in religious
matters. It is as though, within the
Church, they had renounced the preroga-
tive of being the unique path of salvation
for all mankind. Those who still believe
this no longer say it. Many even lead you
to think the contrary. This concession to
today’s world is made at the expense of

the Kingship of Our Lord Jesus Christ.

All Must Convert To This Religion

Another consequence, which follows
directly from what has just been said, can
be seen in the practice of ecumenism. On
pretence of being able to be closer to our
“separated brethren,” Catholics no longer
proclaim these truths, which are nonethe-
less salvific, because they are difficult for
them to hear. Catholics no longer even
deliberately seek to convert them. Ecu-
menism NO LONGER WANTS TO
MAKE CONVERTS. This word has been
banished; it is still tolerated, but in the
name of religious liberty! Where, then, is
the Church of Our Lord Jesus Christ?
Where has the pride of Catholics gone?
And their leaders are the ones who are
making them faint-hearted! As everyone
could observe recently in France, when
they should have condemned some blas-
phemous dramas. If similar offenses had
been committed against the Moslems, the
country would have been set on fire and
drenched in blood! The Christians today
have become so soft that they allow any-
thing to happen! People are attacking the
honour, not of a worldly king, but of the
King of kings, the Lord of Lords, our Sav-
iour from whom we have received every-
thing!

Quite obviously we have at heart the
salvation of all those souls that are so dear
to the Heart of Our Lord and their return
to the fold, since He redeemed them at
the price of His life! But the current way
of doing things no longer has anything in
common with the concern for the unity of
the Church in past centuries. The whole
world is supposed to be good and, conse-
quently, the prospect that some of them
could be eternally damned causes the wise
of this world to inveigh against the scan-
dal. They preach that hell is empty, or
nearly so. The teaching of the Church is
entirely different.

Authority Is Hierarchical

A third stumbling block is also con-
nected with the diminishment of author-
ity.

Our Lord is the Head of the Church.
But since He willed that His Church
should be visible after His ascension into
heaven, He gave her a visible head, who is
His Vicar on earth, Peter and his succes-
sors.... To him alone did Our Lord give
the power to feed the sheep and the
lambs. He alone has full, sovereign, and
immediate authority over each and every
member of the Church. That is why the
Church has always proclaimed herself to
be a monarchy, i.e. governed by one man.
Certainly, the human character of govern-
ment makes it quite understandable to
seek counsel and the advice of wise per-
sons. However, a form of democracy im-
ported into the Church by collegiality and
by the parliamentary parody of bishops’
conferences allows all sorts of abuses and
subjects to pressure the decrees of Divine
Law that declare that each diocese has
only one head, the bishop of that diocese.

Authority today is seriously shaken,
not only outside, through the litigation of
secular leaders who claim a share in gov-
ernment, but also within the Church,
through the addition of a number of coun-
cils and commissions which, in today’s
atmosphere, prevent the just exercise of
the authority delegated by Our Lord Jesus
Christ.

Isn’t it startling to note that, with each
of these stumbling blocks, we find basi-
cally the same problem? In order to
please the world, or at least in order to
adapt to it and get along with it, they sac-
rificed in one way or another the author-
ity of Our Lord Jesus Christ over believ-
ing Christians, over all the human beings
for whom He shed His Blood, over all the
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“Dominus vobiscum.” His Lordship, Bishop Fellay in South Korea.

Restore All Things In Christ

This is what is doing such harm to the
Church. In order to overcome this crisis,
it is necessary to “re-establish all things in
Christ” (Eph 1:10).
all things to give Him first place, to Him
who wants to be all in all. As long as peo-
ple are unwilling to leave this liberal at-
mosphere that is poisoning the Church,
she will continue to waste away.

Everywhere and in

It is because of this painful reality that
our relations with Rome are difficult.

This is why in the Society we speak so
often about the Kingship of Our Lord
Jesus Christ, for it is the summary, in
practice, of our recognition of His Divin-

ity. To put it purely and simply: He has
all rights over us.

It is to Him that all human beings,
pagans or Catholics—young or old, rich
or poor, powerful or weak—all, abso-
lutely all, will give an account of their life
here below, to Him, their sovereign
Judge and their God from whom they
received everything. Let us hope that
these lines show how relevant the doc-
trine of the Kingship of Our Lord is, that
the battle for this Kingship of Our Lord is
not out-of-date but on the contrary very
necessary. Today it is an obligation if we
are to survive.

May Our Lady, the Mother of Jesus,
the Mother of God, deign to hear our
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prayers for the glory of her Son. May she
protect us, may she guard our little Soci-
ety in the midst of so many perils, and
may she be our guide, our advocate, and
our victory over ourselves and our faint-
heartedness. May she be our hope, while
awaiting her triumph for which we pray
constantly, so that she may be our joy
here below and for eternity.

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Dear Friends and Benefactors,
The Big Announcement

Here in the Philippines, traditional
Catholics in Mindanao literally jumped for
joy when Fr. Couture announced plans
for planting a new house on the big South-
ern Island in the early part of this year
2011.

Some Historical Background

The beautiful Philippine Isle of Min-
danao (the great southern island of the
Philippines) was missionary territory up
until the 1960s. It was animated by such
missionaries as the Columban Fathers
whose main work was reanimating and
maintaining the Catholic Faith of a large
Catholic population that had been con-
verted by the Spanish several centuries
earlier. It is an incredible testimony to
the intrepid faith and sanctity of these
missionaries that the Filipinos retained the
faith they implanted, even though priestly
resources and assistance were so lacking
after the initial missionary campaigns. In
the 1930s and 40s, when the Columban
Fathers first came to Mindanao, many
villages had not seen a priest for years.
The missionary would arrive in a village
for the village feast, would hear hours
upon hours of confession, rectify 10 — 20
marriages, and then offer Mass. After
Mass, the waves of baptisms began: first a
round of 30, then a round of 25 more,
then a round of 45 more...until the mis-
sionary would depart the village with a
bundle of 150 certificates tucked under
his arm. Then, the Bishop’s confirmation
tour had to be organized. Such a tour
through a particular sector could include
something like 3000 confirmations in 4
days.

Today, the traditional missionary isn’t
so popular and there are no great crowds
waving palm branches to receive him.
Something has been lost over time. Un-

fortunately, during the 1960s, as the old
missionaries began to move towards bet-
ter organization of the circuits and the
people, as they began to realize economic
reforms to better the poverty of their
flock, Vatican Il hit the Church, and eve-
rything was affected. The situation they
faced in the 1960s was too few priests for

too many people. It wasn’t uncommon to

find one priest struggling with 18,000
parishioners. The natural solution was
adopted and lay catechists were formed
and they did great work in educating the
youth and in maintaining the faith so that
the sacraments were fruitfully received.
This work of forming catechists was taken
very seriously and applied with vigour.
For instance, the Catholic University in
Osamis, was originally an institution for
training a large body of well-prepared
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catechists.  Missionaries from St. Francis
Xavier to Archbishop Lefebvre realized
this necessity and carefully organised their
teams of catechists.

Mind boggling Testimony on the
Mentality Shift of the 60’s

But something really changed in the
1960s, and to give you a clearer impres-
sion of the doctrinal mental shift that has
had disastrous missionary consequences, |
would like to make an extended quotation

from “Mindanao Mission” published in

1978.

Patrick  Cronin’s  generation —were
pioneers, builders of Churches and schools,
but the tendency now is to spend more
money on social action programs, for the
young missionaries want to see the good
things of God’s world better distributed.
The older men stressed the need for voca-
tions, while the younger ones are concerned
with developing a priesthood of laymen.
The pioneer poured into his parishioners
what he had brought with him; the new
missionaries say they seek enrichment from
the goodness found in their people. The
early missionaries approached other relig-
ions as competitors, but the younger ones
stress the value of all religions, searching
out the inspiration in each.

These shifts in attitude were much
discussed at a conference of Asian Bishops,
Priests, Religious and laity held in Hong
Kong in the spring of 1977. They said,
for example, that one of the Church’s prob-
lems is learning “how to enrich its Chris-
tian identity and life by opening itself to
the great religious traditions of Asia.”
They believe the Church will have to be-
come allied with other religions in a fight
against atheism; it will need to become
really “catholic” by introducing into its IgFe
the riches of all nations.

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Floods in Mindanao

A tropical storm hit the southern
Philippines on 16 December trig-
gering flash floods that swept villag-
ers on the north coast of Mindanao
island into the sea. The official death
toll is now over 1200 including the
father of one of our faithful. Nine
families among our faithful have also
suffered in the floods of which three
lost their houses.

Mindanao island happens to be
the headquarters of ACIM,
“Association Catholique de Infirm-
ieres et Medecins”. The ACIM to-
gether with Fr. Tim Pfeiffer and Fr.
Hora, put together an emergency
medical mission assisted by a squad
of soldiers from the Philippine Army
and members of the Legion of Mary
and Apostles of Mary (the Catholic
youth group in the Philippines).
Over the four days of the mission,
much food was distributed, over 160
patients were examined and treated
and many scapulars and rosaries im-
posed and distributed.

On Saturday 31* December, the
marriage of Mark Danuco took
place. His family lost their home in
the flood and his rented apartment
in the same neighbourhood that was
also severely damaged.

Missionaries realize that the Church
should not just teach; it should learn too.
Many are learning to enrich their own lives
within their own religion by drawing in-
spiration from the spiritual experiences of
those in other religions. The time is right
for this.

Cardinal Bea, when head of the Vati-
can Secretariat for Christian Unity, said in
January Qf 1964, “The Counter Rgforma—
tion is over.” It had been a long siege, four
hundred years of militancy, rigor, and
uniformity, characteristics of any organi-
zation that is attacking or counterattack-
ing. Now the period is past when the Ro-
man Catholic Church is conditioned to

react to Protestantism. (... )

Father Walbert Buhlman, a Swiss
priest with years of experience in the mis-
sions, said, “When we do come to the Bap-
tism of an individual, this should not en-
tail a final break in his loyalty to his so-
cial, cultural, and religious past. As Hin-
duism is, in the first place, a form of social
community and leaves plenty of room in
matters of faith, we could in the future
think of “Catholic Hindus”. These would
be persons, or preferably whole families,
who have become Christian but continue to
celebrate Hindu rites, interpreting them in
a new way and receiving Christian sacra-
ments in addition . . . just as the apostles
continued to attend the synagogue and
celebrated the Eucharist in addition.
(Mindanao Mission, Edward Fisher,
1978, pp 141-142)

Corruption and Catholicism
(mostly corruption)

The fruits of the novel attitude laid out
above by an objective Edward Fisher are
all too evident to the missionary today.
Protestantism and the sects are as prolific
as the Catholic is ready to receive them.
Keep in mind that the Philippines are sup-

posedly 80% Catholic. But the distinction
and definition of the Catholic catechism
has been lost to an ecumenical-
sociological spin on the faith that enables
it adapt to any religious denomination. In
the villages, it would appear that Catho-
lics simply follow the religion that the
fellow most interested in them will im-
part. As a Priest from Manila told me:
“People follow Religion based on their
relationship with others. Protestants are
forming those relationships.” In practice,
the new “Catholic” missionary method
developed in the 60s was that laymen
went into the villages, almost like the
catechists of old, but they would gather
the people for Bible reading and the
“Liturgy of the word”, rather than clear
catechism and distinctly Catholic prayers.
Though they were instructed to unite
themselves to the Mass in the distant Par-
ish in the 60s, they began simple “priest-
less Masses” later on. The current prac-
tice in one of our Villages is for a lay min-
ister to come, read the Bible and distrib-
ute communion once every two or three
months. The faithful in this village have
not been to confession in years. In this
context, a common abuse was that the lay
minister, running out of hosts, would
touch un-consecrated hosts to consecrated
hosts in order to “consecrate” them, and
then give them as communion to the
faithful. With this transformation from
catechist to lay minister presiding over a
Protestant style liturgy, all distinction of
the Catholic population from the heretical
denominations was lost, and so Catholics
continue to pass without a murmur to the
Protestant sects, often without even real-
izing what they are doing.

Even though things are really bad, it is
important to realize that out of all of Asia,
the Philippines stand alone as a country
reportedly 80% Catholic. One of the
largest English speaking countries in the
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world, it retains the deeply Religious
Eastern spirit lost to the Asian countries
dominated by Communism. At first
sight, the Philippines can impress with its
Catholic devotion. Even in the airport,
Our Lady of Fatima is honoured and it is
not unusual to see people praying the
Rosary there before Her statue. And,
throughout the country, Catholicism is in
evidence, and it is publicly practiced.
Nevertheless, its Catholicism is chiefly of
the popular and devotional variety that is
poorly enlightened. And so while many
Filippinos pray the Rosary, their country
is well on the way to implementing a mas-
sive and aggressive Birth control bill (RH
(6 Bill) that will prosecute uncooperative
Catholics. As they publicly visit statues,
they privately practice contraception.
Meanwhile, the Bishops have publicly
stated that, should it pass, they will pro-
test the birth control bill in public disobe-
dience, but their public reason is to safe-
guard human rights. They neglect to take
up the weapon of Revealed truth and sa-
cred theology, choosing to fight with the
enemies’ weapons with which they can
only lose. Given this situation, it is
unlikely that the tide of materialism and
immorality can be stemmed, unless dog-
matically doctrinal Catholicism is quickly
restored. And that means re-educating
75.5 million Catholics just to begin with.

The New Mission, ACIM and the
Work of Restoration

The new Priory of St. Joseph will
serve 6 Missions regularly, 5 more once
or twice a month, and in addition will
pray and ponder on what to do for nearly
9 other villages that require our real pres-
ence.  Roughly 660 souls scattered
throughout our missions attend our
Masses, and more than double that num-
ber are on the fringes to be gathered in.
The most encouraging part of these num-
bers is that we have about 10 Praesidia of
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the Legion of Mary at work in our Mis-
sions, and 3 clans of the Apostles of Mary,
and from these strongholds, we can do
the double work of consolidation and new
conquests. For instance, just two weeks
ago, in following up the work of our
Apostles of Mary, | baptized a sick child
who died 3 days later, gained for the
Kingdom of heaven through the zeal of
our Apostles in the nick of time!

One of the great blessings that falls
within the purview of our new house is
the HQ of ACIM, “Association Catholique
de Infirmiéres et Médecins”, located in
General Santos, one of our mission cen-
ters. This Association which runs a Medi-
cal Mission every year in needy parts of
the Philippines, staffs their Gensan office
year round. This small office represents
real follow-up on the yearly Medical Mis-
sion and maintains links to over 14 vil-
lages in Mindanao wherein souls are as-
sisted both medically and spiritually.
ACIM works in close connection with
both the Legion of Mary and the Apostles
of Mary in these South Cotabato and
Sarangani Province villages, and as such
ACIM is a precious clef-de-voute of an in-
cipient Traditional Catholic Social infra-
structure. May it please God that this
great initiative continues to grow and bear
ever abundant fruit.

Another key component of our Philip-
pine-wide apostolic plan calls for collabo-
ration with Manila and lloilo in preaching
consistent and frequent Ignatian Retreats.
This Island hopping strategy envisages
going to the different Islands periodically
and organizing local retreats accessible to
the Missions of the concerned Island in
order to provide ease of access for Catho-
lics throughout the Archipelago.

A part of the original plan for the
foundation of our new Priory in this
Southern tier was to simultaneously relo-
cate the Bethany Sisters from their cur-

rent, but temporary location near lloilo.
Since the implementation of this plan in-
volves a donation of 1 hectare and the
construction of a suitable building that
will serve as a Novitiate for Oblate Sisters
of the Society, the move of the Bethany
Sisters must wait until their new building
can be constructed. And this brings us to
our current situation with our Priory
building.

The Needs of the Mission
Right Now

The three immediate material needs
and the one big spiritual one.

1. Pay off 3.8 million Pesos (USD
87,000) on the property.

2. Purchase a vehicle - we already have
108,000 Pesos (USD 2,500) on hand
thanks to the Singapore Knights.

3. Remodel the house with about 2 mil-
lion Pesos (USD 45,000).

Our most pressing spiritual and
cultural need is to save and foster
the Philippine family. The infamous
RH 96 Bill (making it an offence to op-
pose immoral family planning policies)
has not yet become law, but seriously
threatens to do so. But even if it does,
most Catholic families have become con-
traceptive anyway. In your daily rosaries,
and in your extra rosaries for the current
SSPX Rosary Crusade, think of the Philip-
pines and pray for your fellow Catholics

struggling to fulfil the law of God in a
very difficult economic and social situa-
tion. If there is any chance of salvaging
Catholic Philippines, we must come up
with a real practical plan to help the
Catholic family find meaningful and useful
employment for the father and to reorient
the mother to virtuous domestic mother-
hood. The general situation is a broken
family backbone with the father forced
into domestication and the Mother forced
into breadwinning. We need Divine inspi-
ration to proceed to fixing a situation so
systemically bad that it almost seems
hopeless of solution. Nevertheless, when
matters look the worst, divine Grace
works the best.

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SCHOOL INSPECTION

While visiting Our Lady of Victories
Priory last November, the opportunity of
snooping around the new school situated
in a splendid property next to the priory
was irresistible. Fr. Robert Macpherson
was kind enough to let me sit at the back
of some of the classes which enabled me
both to terrorise the teachers and to steal
ideas for Veritas Academy in India.

The staff comprises 1% priests (¥2
means part time), 1% brothers, 6 full-
time staff and 3 part-time staff and they
teach 34 pupils: 5 junior school classes
(mixed) and 2 senior school classes (boys
only). Notably all the lay staff are from
the Philippines (there is no dependence
on overseas volunteers at the moment,
but they could do with some help), they
are all highly qualified and most of them
are members of our faithful - all of which
filled me with the greatest envy and high
expectations for the future.

The newly acquired buildings lend
themselves to the needs of a school and
there is even room for expansion, but
woe for Fr. Macpherson and his budget:
there is a long list of maintenance and
improvements that must be made before
he can recline in his presidential leather
swivel chair to read Ice Hockey Weekly from
back home (Canada).

The children were all very polite and,
unlike our ragamuffins at Palayamkottai,
it was not possible to tell what they had
eaten for breakfast by an examination of
their smart uniforms. One thing our boys

Dear Friends and Benefactors,
2012 : Year of the Family

At a meeting of priors of the District
of Asia last November, the District Supe-
rior, Fr. Daniel Couture, amid deafening
applause, decided to make the year of
grace 2012 a time for promoting the ide-
als of Catholic family life. The family is
not only the most important institution
for the preparation of individual souls for
heaven, it is also the building block of
society. But now, as never before, the
family is an institution under attack and is
suffering as a consequence.

Modern Problems

A few years ago (2006), a book was
published by a Mrs. Sue Palmer with the
title Toxic Childhood: How the Modern World
is Damaging Our Children and What We Can
Do About It. (ISBN 0752873598) In the
book, as the title suggests, the authoress
attempts to expose in a systematic way
the tragedy caused by our modern society
in relation to children. She elaborates
upon the harmful effects

o of poor diet on mental and physical
development;

o of too few hours of sleep on health and
learning;

e 0of electronic media (television, com-
puter games, mobile phones, internet
[and now social media]) on the devel-
opment of cognitive processes and
social skills;

e of the absence of the mother from
home;

o of buggies that face forwards instead of
backwards towards the mother
(because the mother should be her
child’s prism through which the world
is observed);

 of consumerism and advertising;

e of lack of conversation, communal
meals and family activities;
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o of the cataclysm of divorce.
...among other things.
Inadequate Modern Solutions

The book is interesting for the cata-
logue of woes it lays out, but it fails both
in identifying government legislation and
practice as a primary cause of damage to
the family (tax & benefits regimes, pro-
motion of sex education in schools, femi-
nism, homosexuality, family planning,
abortion etc.) and it falls short in the solu-
tions it offers. Yes, we should obviously
think about avoiding junk food, going to
bed early, getting rid of the television,
spending quality time with the children
etc.. The book gives many superficial
material solutions to modern ills, but it
fails entirely in rooting those solutions in
anything more substantial than a vague
notion of what seems to be good, (ie.
what seems to be natural) and what is
imagined to be feasible.

For the Catholic or truly natural
reader (they are one and the same thing),
what is missing in the book is any notion
of the existence of God and of the order
inscribed by God in human nature (and
hence in the family). There is no notion of
objective right and wrong consequent to
our nature and our relation to God, and
there is no notion of love by which a soul
sacrifices itself to strive for its perfection
on earth.

One might say in defence that it was
not a religious book and so would not
have arrived at these conclusions as a con-
sequence, but the existence of God, ob-
jective right and wrong and true love are
not specifically religious notions; they are
entirely natural.

The Only Solution

As Catholics, we know by faith that
there is another element in the equation
of human perfection. It is this: the perfec-

tion of the natural order, which includes
the perfection of the family, is impossible
without grace. For a family to be truly
functional, it must be truly reli-
gious. It must take the Holy Family as its
model and must aspire to supernatural
virtue through, not only material means
(eating and sleeping well, shutting out the
evil influences of the world, etc.), but
especially by frequentation of the sacra-
ments, prayer in common (the family
rosary) and a practice of virtue.

May your families grow in grace and
virtue throughout this new year. May
fathers be both daring and prudent in
their governance of their families, may
mothers be a glowing hearth of charity at
their centre, may children honour and
obey. Please remember our mission in
your prayers. Thank you for all you have
done for us. The pictures you see give
only a keyhole view of the good that you
do.
